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COFFEE  FILTERS 

Better than Paper Towels and a Lot Less Expensive

1. Cover bowls or dishes when cooking in the
microwave.

2. Clean windows, mirrors, eye glasses and chrome.
Coffee filters are lint free so they’ll leave glass
sparkling.

3. Protect china by separating your good dishes with a
coffee filter between each dish.

4. Protect small specimens when collecting in the field.

5. Filter broken cork from wine.

6. Protect a cast-iron skillet. The filter will absorb
moisture and prevent rust.

7. Apply show polish with a ball of lint-free coffee filter.

8. Recycle frying oil. After frying, strain oil through a
sieve lined with a coffee filter.

9. Weigh chopped food. Place chopped ingredients in a
coffee filter on a kitchen scale.

10.Stop the soil from leaking out of a plant pot. Line a
plant pot with a coffee filter to prevent the soil from
going through the drainage holes.

11.Use a cone filter to prevent spilling when adding
fluids to you car.

OXALIC  ACID

Further to the Oxalic Acid article in the February 2010
Journal, may I suggest the following:

To obtain Oxalic Acid, blend rhubarb or
diefenbachia leaves in a blender. Then use your
culinary / chemical skills to separate the supernatant
fluid.

Note: Oxalic Acid is toxic on skin, ingestion or
inhalation. Use with care and caution.         Peter M.

SECRETS  TO  GOOD  GLUING

1. Equal parts glue and hardener. Use the exact same
amount for both. If anything, use a tiny bit more
hardener.

2. Mix well. Once you think you have mixed well, mix a
little more. I cut off the pointed end of a toothpick and
use it as both a stir stick and an applicator. I put a
piece of wide masking tape on my bench and mix the
epoxy on that. You can check the curing of the epoxy
by touching the toothpick to the leftover puddle of
glue on the tape. When the masking tape becomes
covered with dried epoxy I pull it off my bench and put
a new piece down.

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Mineral of the Month Holger Hartmaier

Nagyagite-  (Te, Au)Pb(Pb,Sb)S2

This month’s gold mineral is a complex tellurium, gold, lead, antimony sulphide. It is named after the Nagyag
Mine, (now Sacaramb) in Transylvania, Romania. Its chemical composition is highly variable and may include
small percentages of bismuth (Bi) as well.

It occurs as thin tabular striated plates, foliated plates or granular masses. Crystals are often bent. Colour is
dark lead grey, opaque. Nagyagite has the following properties:

 Crystal system- monoclinic.

 Cleavage- perfect parallel to faces of plates. In sheet forms, similar to mica. Laminae are flexible and
slightly malleable.

 Fracture- hackly.

 Lustre- metallic to splendent on fresh surfaces.

 Hardness- 1 to 1-1/2. (Same as talc or gypsum).

 Specific gravity- 7.4 to 7.9.

Nagyagite is a rare mineral found mainly with other tellurides in Au-Te veins. At the Nagyag Mine, it occurs as
foliated masses and superb tabular crystals to 4 cm associated with rhodochrosite, tetrahedrite, sphalerite,
proustite, altaite, arsenic and gold. 

North American localities include Kings Mt. Mine, Gaston Co., North Carolina and in the Cripple Creek district,
Teller Co. Colorado. Canadian localities include the Au ore deposits at the Huronian Gold Mine, Moss Tp.,
Thunder Bay district, Ontario and the Olive Mabel Claim, Ophir Lade Property in the Revelstoke Mining
Division, British Columbia.

Nagyagite is frequently replaced by pseudomorphs of chalcopyrite, bournonite and galena mixed with gold.

In the older mineralogical descriptions, nagyagite was called “blatterine” or “blattererz” which means “leafy
ore”, referring to its foliated, sheet-like structure.

1. There is enough carbon in the cremated remains of a
    human body to make 50 small diamonds. The small
    diamonds will cost about $5,000. each to make.
2. About 102 million carats of diamond are mined
    worldwide each year. (22.5 tons)
3. The largest diamond ever found was the Cullinan. It
    weighed 3106 carats (about 1 ½ pounds). The man      
     who cut the Cullinan, Joseph Ashup, studied it for one
     year before cutting it.
4. Diamond weights are measured in carats. One carat is
    200 milligrams.

DIAMONDS  and  DIAMOND  HUNTING

Information in this article taken from Crater of
Diamonds Brochure, article in The Rockfinder 1 / 09
and 1001 Questions Answered about the Mineral
Kingdom by Richard Pearl, and adapted by Michele
Yamanaka in the MWF Newsletter 10 / 09

What are diamonds?
It is a gem made up of the element carbon. It forms in the
cubic system (isometric). It is the hardest known natural
mineral. It is 10 in Moh’s Scale of Hardness.

How are diamonds formed?
Diamonds are formed deep in the earth under
tremendous pressure in solid rock. Geologists don’t
understand everything about how diamonds form. As a
result of small volcanic eruptions, they come to the
surface in a diamond pipe, which is a kind of circular or
funnel-shaped body of diamond-bearing rock. These
pipes are part of deep cracks in the earth and we do not
know how deep they are. Diamonds form in either
kimberlite or lamproite, which forms from a rock called
peridotite.

Where are diamonds found?
Diamonds are found in diamond pipe areas such as in
Arkansas and South Africa. They are also found in with
other small rock particles in rivers and streams.

How big are diamonds?
They are tiny. The average size diamond is about the size
of a paper match head. They are measured in points and
carats. A diamond the size of a paper match head would
be about 20 - 25 points. There are 100 points to one
carat. A diamond that was 1 carat or 100 points would be
the size of a green pea.

What do diamonds look like?
Diamonds feel like they have an oily film on them. This
keeps them from getting dirty. They have a metallic lister
like new steel or lead. They will not be clear like glass.
They do not have a solid dull look like jasper. Diamonds
are translucent. You can typically see into them but not
through them. They are usually white, yellow or brown.

How do I hunt for diamonds?
Walk around and look on the surface in a diamond pipe
area. Look through the first 6 inches of soil.  Take a little
bit of soil and spread it out in a thin layer. Break up
clumps. Look for the oily shine. Wash the soil in a series
of screens and hand sort the gravels from the screens.
